6 In the morning it is green, and groweth up : but in the evening it is cut down, dried up,
and withered.

7 For we consume away in thy displeasure : and are afraid at thy wrathful indignation.

8 Thou hast set our misdeeds before thee : and our secret sins in the light of thy
countenance.

9 For when thou art angry all our days are gone : we bring our years to an end, as it were a
tale that is told.

10 The days of our age are threescore years and ten; and though men be so strong that they
come to fourscore years : yet is their strength then but labour and sorrow; so soon passeth
it away, and we are gone.

11 But who regardeth the power of thy wrath : for even thereafter as a man feareth, so is
thy displeasure.

12 So teach us to number our days : that we may apply our hearts unto wisdom.

13 Turn thee again, O Lord, at the last : and be gracious unto thy servants.

14 O satisfy us with thy mercy, and that soon : so shall we rejoice and be glad all the days
of our life.

15 Comfort us again now after the time that thou hast plagued us : and for the years
wherein we have suffered adversity.

16 Shew thy servants thy work : and their children thy glory.

17 And the glorious majesty of the Lord our God be upon us : prosper thou the work of our
hands upon us, O prosper thou our handywork.

7 When the ungodly are green as the grass, and when all the workers of wickedness do
flourish : then shall they be destroyed for ever; but thou, Lord, art the most Highest for
evermore.

8 For lo, thine enemies, O Lord, lo, thine enemies shall perish : and all the workers of
wickedness shall be destroyed.

9 But mine horn shall be exalted like the horn of an unicorn : for | am anointed with fresh
oil.

10 Mine eye also shall see his lust of mine enemies : and mine ear shall hear his desire of
the wicked that arise up against me.

11 The righteous shall flourish like a palm-tree : and shall spread abroad like a cedar in

A Reading from the Gospel according to Saint Matthew.

Jesus said to His disciples, "Not every one who says to me, "Lord, Lord," shall enter the
kingdom of heaven, but he who does the will of my Father who is in heaven. On that day
many will say to me, "Lord, Lord, did we not prophesy in your name, and cast out demons in
your name, and do many mighty works in your name?' And then will | declare to them, I
never knew you; depart from me, you evildoers." "Every one then who hears these words of
mine and does them will be like a wise man who built his house upon the rock; and the rain
fell, and the floods came, and the winds blew and beat upon that house, but it did not fall,
because it had been founded on the rock. And every one who hears these words of mine and
does not do them will be like a foolish man who built his house upon the sand; and the rain
fell, and the floods came, and the winds blew and beat against that house, and it fell; and
great was the fall of it." And when Jesus finished these sayings, the crowds were astonished
at his teaching, for he taught them as one who had authority, and not as their scribes.
