9 For when thou art angry all our days are gone : we bring our years to an end, as it were a
tale that is told.

10 The days of our age are threescore years and ten; and though men be so strong that they
come to fourscore years : yet is their strength then but labour and sorrow; so soon passeth
it away, and we are gone.

11 But who regardeth the power of thy wrath : for even thereafter as a man feareth, so is
thy displeasure.

12 So teach us to number our days : that we may apply our hearts unto wisdom.

13 Turn thee again, O Lord, at the last : and be gracious unto thy servants.

14 O satisfy us with thy mercy, and that soon : so shall we rejoice and be glad all the days
of our life.

15 Comfort us again now after the time that thou hast plagued us : and for the years
wherein we have suffered adversity.

16 Shew thy servants thy work : and their children thy glory.

17 And the glorious majesty of the Lord our God be upon us : prosper thou the work of our
hands upon us, O prosper thou our handywork.

Reading:
A Reading from the Gospel according to Saint Luke.

The Lord appointed seventy others, and sent them on ahead of him, two by two, into every
town and place where he himself was about to come. And he said to them, "The harvest is
plentiful, but the labourers are few; pray therefore the Lord of the harvest to send out
labourers into his harvest. Go your way; behold, | send you out as lambs in the midst of
wolves. Carry no purse, no bag, no sandals; and salute no one on the road. Whatever house
you enter, first say, "Peace be to this house!" And if a son of peace is there, your peace shall
rest upon him; but if not, it shall return to you. And remain in the same house, eating and
drinking what they provide, for the labourer deserves his wages; do not go from house to
house. Whenever you enter a town and they receive you, eat what is set before you; heal the
sick in it and say to them, "The kingdom of God has come near to you." But whenever you
enter a town and they do not receive you, go into its streets and say, "Even the dust of your
town that clings to our feet, we wipe off against you; nevertheless know this, that the
kingdom of God has come near.' 1 tell you, it shall be more tolerable on that day for Sodom
than for that town.
