This service is intended for use on Sundays and some feast days. It
is a version of the Liturgy of the Word, which turns on the Our
Father into an act of spiritual communion, undertaken in the words
of the Anima Christi.

The bulk of the service inheres in the readings and the
intercessions. These will be sent out each week.

The Te Deum is included at the end, since it is said at the end of the
Office on Sundays outside Lent and Advent. | have used the Tudor
version, since the words have a greater umph.
